BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HACKENSACK, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
The City of Hackensack, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey (the “City”) has experienced a significant increase in the number of City employees submitting their notice of retirement and in the costs to the City associated therewith as a result of recent changes in State of New Jersey policies.  The City finds it necessary and hereby authorizes and approves an emergency temporary appropriation pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-20 in the amount of $4,675,000 to fund a portion of the accrued sick, vacation and related expenses arising from the unexpected retirement of several City employees not otherwise able to be provided for in the City’s budget, provided that the Local Finance Board, in the Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community Affairs (the “Local Finance Board”), approves the issuance of refunding bonds therefor pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-51.  The City has not yet adopted its FY2010 budget but such amount would represent a hardship to the City taxpayers.   


Section 2.
The emergency temporary appropriation provided for herein is necessary in order to meet a pressing need for public expenditures to protect or promote the public health, safety, morals or welfare of the inhabitants of the City.


Section 3.
The Chief Financial Officer of the City is hereby additionally authorized and directed to file an application with the Local Finance Board in order to seek approval of the issuance of refunding bonds or notes pursuant to the provision of N.J.S.A. 40A:2-51 to provide for the financing of the emergency temporary appropriation authorized herein for up to a five  (5)  year period or such other period of time ultimately authorized by the Local Finance Board.
