WHEREAS, the City of Hackensack frequently receives requests from various business entities (hereinafter known as “Applicant”) engaged in fiber optic and other cable communications industries seeking the City’s approval for the use of rights-of-way on municipal streets, and other municipally owned property; and

WHEREAS, such requests appear to be part of the information super-highway network forecast for our country; and

WHEREAS, requests of the kind described involve substantial review by the City Engineer and the City Attorney before approvals can be granted, and often involve the excavation of streets, the provision of additional police services during installation with the concomitant disruption of traffic and public inconvenience, and they also involve additional time and expense for inspection and expense arising out of potential liability; and  

WHEREAS, the needs of the City and the public to minimize interruptions in street and sidewalk traffic and public and private business, to avoid congestion, environmental degradation, undue cost, inconvenience, reduction in property values, private interests and the like, installations and operations, maintenance of current utilities and general planning for development by the City, shall be respected by all such entities (hereinafter known as “Applicant”), making application to the City, and Applicant will notify the City of the proposed location of its cable prior to installation; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to be supportive of the emerging innovative technology that fiber optic and other cable offers to its users, but not at the expense of burdening City taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, the imposition of a reasonable annual fee for approvals, licenses, permits or sub easements, which are approved and granted, will balance the needs of the businesses, the City and its taxpayers, and will promote the public safety and welfare; and

WHEREAS, a fiber optic company known as METROPOLITAN COMMUNICATIONS GROUP is requesting permission to run fiber optic cable in the City of Hackensack and

WHEREAS, the said company has met with officials of the City of Hackensack, and 

WHEREAS, the said company has agreed to comply with all the terms and conditions of the city ordinance which addresses these fiber optic companies.
