   Mrs. Heck called the roll:

Present – Mayor Karen K. Sasso, Deputy Mayor Jorge E. Meneses, Councilman John P. Labrosse, Councilman Marlin G. Townes, Councilman Michael R. Melfi, City Attorney Joseph C. Zisa and City Manager Stephen Lo Iacono. 

Mayor Sasso asked everyone to stand for the flag salute.

Mayor Sasso announced that the regular order of business would be suspended this evening due to a ceremony to acknowledge police promotions and welcome new appointees.  The Mayor also said that there are some women in the room this evening who are PTA presidents and whom she would like to recognize as part of Women In History Month.  The PTA presidents are as follows: Lori Henderson Manning, Aida Torres-Wright, Nancy Wallace, Maria Fenner, Tiffany Smith, Andee Post and Toi Hightower and the Mayor said that this is not the first time that some of them have been here to be acknowledged.  All received certificates, City of Hackensack pins and flowers.  Mayor Sasso also acknowledged Ms. Whitaker, Ms. Whiting, Ms. Parchment and Mr. Cicchelli.

At this time Captain Padilla thanked the Mayor and Council for making promotions which went into effect on January 1, 2011 as follows:  

Lieutenant Timothy Lloyd, a seventeen year veteran of the department, whose father was also a Hackensack police officer for many years.  Currently in charge of B platoon and also serving as training coordinator, ERT and Honor Guard commander.

Lieutenant Brian Corcoran, a ten year veteran of the department who was also a police officer before joining the City’s department.  Currently in charge of commanding the A platoon, TAC coordinator and president of the Volunteer Ambulance Corps.

Lieutenant Frank Aquila, a thirteen year veteran of the department and a St. Francis school graduate.  Assigned to difficult task of commanding the internal affairs department.

Sergeant John Caino, a fourteen year veteran of the department, assigned to the BCI unit and taking over property/evidence function.

Sergeant Benny Marino, with the department a little over nine years.  In charge of a squad in the patrol division and always in the right place at the right time!

Sergeant Sara Malvasia, not able to be present tonight, however Captain Padilla praised her for her exemplary work in the Detective division but said that she has now been transferred to the Patrol division overseeing a squad.

Sergeant Anthony Natale, introduced by Captain Padilla as another legacy in the Police department, as his father was an officer in this department for twenty-seven years.  Sergeant Natale is also presently commanding a patrol squad.

City Manager’s report – Mr. Lo Iacono said that the Main Street revitalization project continues to move forward and that there has been a re-bid for the 102 State Street project as a funding issue has been resolved and the City should be able to move ahead with same. WHEREAS, up to two percent of the population of the State of New Jersey have intellectual disabilities, and up to three percent of the world’s population – almost 200 million people have intellectual disabilities; and

WHEREAS, when the words “retard” or “retarded” are used to refer to people with intellectual and developmental disabilities, without thinking, to mean something stupid or bad; and

WHEREAS, the lack of sensitivity is hurtful to those with intellectual and developmental disabilities and the people who love them; and

WHEREAS, the use of the word perpetuates prejudice and discrimination towards people with intellectual and developmental disabilities; and

WHEREAS, people cognizant of this problem around the world are taking a stand and raising awareness of the dehumanizing and hurtful effects of the “r-word” and are encouraging others to think of this painful stereotype of people with intellectual and developmental disabilities; and

WHEREAS, in August 2010, New Jersey Governor Chris Christie signed into law (S-1982) removing the words “retardation” or “feeble-minded” and replacing them with “intellectual disability” or “developmental disability” in all New Jersey state laws and regulations; and

WHEREAS, through the campaigns of Best Buddies and Special Olympics International to “Spread the Word to End the Word”, recognizes the need for the “r-word” to be replaced with respect to create a community of acceptance and inclusion for all; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and Council of the City of Hackensack recognizes “March 2, 2011” as “Spread the Word to End the Word” Day in Bergen County; and

A motion was made by Deputy Mayor Meneses and seconded by Councilman Townes to open the meeting to the public. Mayor Sasso reminded the public of the five minute rule and asked everyone to be cognizant and follow proper rules of decorum, respect and civility.

Regina DiPasqua, Parker Avenue, questioned resolution #133-11 and the codification of ordinances.  Ms. DiPasqua also asked about the $300,000 grant and Mr. Lo Iacono said that it is a federal grant.

Kathy Canestrino, 37 Brook Street, spoke about the Council not allowing the residents to speak at a town meeting and said that she is teaching a class of high school juniors a “code of conduct”.  She asked the Mayor and Council to reconsider the rules we have in place to speak all questions up front.  Ms. Canestrino also asked about a one million dollar salary adjustment and Mr. Lo Iacono said that those funds were for retirements, paying accumulated sick time, etc.  Ms. Canestrino asked whether the City should have waited before making these payments and Mr. Lo Iacono said that they are a mandatory commitment.

Emil Canestrino, 37 Brook Street, asked Mr. Zisa a question regarding a confidential matter involving the building department and Mr. Zisa said that a confidential matter cannot be discussed.

Kathleen Salvo, 184 Hudson Street, spoke about a no turn on red sign that was to be posted at the intersection of Summit and Essex and Mr. Lo Iacono said that he has sent two letters to the County about same.  Mrs. Salvo asked why the City is paying $625.00 per month for the facility on Hudson Street and asked if the City could get out of the lease.  She said it is very raunchy down in the first ward again and that help is needed.  Mr. Lo Iacono said that he has discussed this with Captain Padilla a number of times and that the facility is always used.  Mrs. Salvo said that people are never there.  She also spoke about a sidewalk which is closed on Summit by Pleasantview and said that pedestrians are being jeopardized.

An anonymous citizen spoke about the crossing guard at Summit and Essex and spoke about how many gallons of gas are wasted sitting at traffic lights.  He also said that you should be able to turn anytime, any place you want and also said that he had spent Saturday at the Passaic River in Paterson. 

As no one else wished to be heard, a motion was made by Deputy Meneses and seconded by Councilman Melfi to close the meeting to the public.

Mayor Sasso said that she was pleased to have received a letter from the Bergen County Prosecutor’s office advising of the end of monitoring of the Police department.  She also said that she was sad with some of the comments in the news story that were made by Councilman Labrosse.  Councilman Labrosse said that he is getting information that some things are still continuing within the department and the Mayor said that he should have brought that to the Council.
