FINAL ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE NO. 46-2009, A BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS OF THE CITY OF HACKENSACK, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF $1,000,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $950,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE CITY TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF.


  “This ordinance has been advertised pursuant to law and now calls for a public hearing.  Will someone so move?


Motion offered by Deputy Mayor Sasso and seconded by Councilman Melfi that there be a public hearing.


PUBLIC HEARING – Kathy Canestrino, 37 Brook Street, stated that the Council’s intentions are good to bring development to this area of town and to do things for seniors, however she asked the Council to postpone voting on this resolution.  Mrs. Canestrino suggested alternate ways to fund the purchase of this building which included not building the proposed police and fire training building, utilizing the proceeds from the recent sale of City property or using the remainder of the HHS bond ordinance.  She asked the Council to be fiscally responsible.  Mayor Townes indicated that if the resolution is not passed to adopt the bond ordinance this evening then the contract would most likely be voided.  Mr. Zisa stated that the entire Council had voted to buy this building and that if funds are not available to do this the City will be subject to whatever remedies.  He also stated that this is the funding mechanism.


Richard Gelber, 304 Clinton Place, also asked why the $400,000 from the sale of the Liberty Street warehouse was not going to be used for this.  Mr. Lo Iacono stated that bonding is only the authorization to spend the money and that most likely the City will not need to utilize the $250,000 balance of the bond ordinance for repairs and improvements.


Regina DePasquale, Parker Avenue, stated that the purchase of the building is a good idea and a better location for the cultural arts center.  She also questioned how the City will control the future sale of the bond.  Mr. Lo Iacono stated that the Council is voting on the authorization to finance the building.  Ms. DePasquale questioned if the bond would be sold right away and Mr. Lo Iacono indicated that he did not know and that he is hopeful of finding other funds to cover this.  Ms. DePasquale stated that financing does not seem wise at this time and that the City is not being fiscally responsible.  Mr. Lo Iacono stated that he would keep track of the bond.


Motion offered by Deputy Mayor Sasso and seconded by Councilman Meneses that the public hearing be closed.
