Emil Canestrino, Brook Street, spoke about the damming of a brook in Borg’s Woods which is causing flooding in the Brook Street area.  The damming is being done by a Maywood resident and Councilman Labrosse has tried to resolve the problem by contacting various officials and Mayor Eustace, but to no avail.  Mr. Canestrino asked the Council if they would intercede on behalf of the residents.  

Rosalyn Casserta, thanked Councilwoman Sasso and Mr. Zisa for coming down to Pulaski Park and asked if anything had been decided with reference to modifications to the park.  Mrs. Casserta was assured that the plan at this time is for the City to make application to see what money would be available before proceeding.  Mrs. Casserta also asked if residents will be consulted when monies become available in order for them to express their disdain for soccer fields at that location.  Councilwoman Sasso explained that at the last meeting the Council did state that they would hear what the residents wanted before proceeding and that they would not move forward without alerting them.

Adi Madden, 42 Brook Street, spoke about the mosquito problem that has been created on Brook Street as a result of the damming of the brook and Mayor Meneses said that he would speak to the County and to Maywood officials regarding this problem.

Anthony and Joanne Iacono, 48 Brook Street, also spoke about the mosquito problem and also said that everyone on the street now has problems with basement flooding.

Kathy Canestrino, 37 Brook Street, spoke about the influx of mosquitoes caused by the damming.  She also asked if copies of the Corrective Action Plan were available this evening and was advised that it would be published.  Mrs. Canestrino further inquired as to what a couple of significant findings in the audit were and Deputy Mayor Melfi explained that a lot of problems had to do with how fast cash is moved from departments that receive it to delivering it to the Tax Collector’s office for deposit.  However, this should be remedied by the implementation of offering credit card services for some of the departments.  

Kathleen Salvo, Hudson Street, asked if Mr. Zisa charges the City for his time when he checks on a situation such as Brook Street.  Mayor Meneses said that at times the City Attorney’s expertise is required and Mrs. Salvo said that tax money is being wasted.  Mrs. Salvo said that she had dropped off a letter to Captain Padilla advising that she had collected twenty cans of alcoholic beverages consumed in the cemetery next to her and also said that she lost another neighbor due to an auto break in.  She spoke about the rental of the police substation and said that there is a lot of illegal drinking in the parks.  She also said that her neighbors were harassed by Dean with summonses for putting out garbage from the flooding.  Mr. Lo Iacono said that the substation is part of the police strategy for the first ward.

Regina DiPasqua, Parker Avenue, asked if there is a timeline with reference to televising meetings and whether or not the Council is considering having any discussion on moving elections to November.  Ms. DiPasqua also asked what makes Captain Padilla above the other captains as the MOU had terminated in March.  She said that there has been no resolution, no ordinance and no official action taken since March.  She also asked if anything is being done to correct this.  Mr. Lo Iacono said that he has an opinion from Mr. Calo as special counsel and Ms. DiPasqua said that the position of Acting Officer in Charge does not exist and that it can be challenged.  Mr. Lo Iacono apologized for not having had an opportunity to follow up on televising the meetings and Mayor Meneses said that he is not interested in moving elections to November.

A motion was made by Deputy Mayor Melfi and seconded by Councilwoman Sasso to close the public portion of the meeting.

Councilwoman Sasso said that last week had been a busy week between the Boys and Girls Club fundraiser, the Street Festival and the Columbus Day Parade.  She also said that the weather didn’t cooperate completely for the Street Festival but that it was beautiful for the parade and asked Mr. Lo Iacono to commend those who supported the Boys and Girls Club.
